4: Draw me, we will run after thee: the king hath brought me into his chambers: we will be glad and rejoice in thee, . . . . . 
When Moses was meeting with the Lord God on Mount Sinai, the Lord instructed him to make a Tabernacle “according to the pattern shewed to thee in the mount.”  Hebrews 8:5, Exodus 26:30.  The Tabernacle itself was divided into two sections: the holy place, and the most holy place.   The Ark was placed in the most holy place—where God dwelt.   
Only one person was allowed to go into the most holy place—the high priest.   And he could only approach the Lord God once a year.   
Here in Song Of Solomon, the Bride has put her petition to the Bridegroom—“Draw me!  We will run after thee.”   Then she tells us that her prayer has been answered.   “The King hath brought me into his chambers!”   And the result is, “We will be glad and rejoice in thee!”
It is the most blessed privilege of every one of God’s elect to one day enter into Heaven, the most holy place.   And to live with her Bridegroom, the King of kings, forever.  
This is blessed beyond words!   If a day in his courts is better than a thousand (Psalm 84:10), just what will an eternity in his chambers be like!!!   

And this not as a servant, but as his perfect Bride!!!
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
