Song of Solomon 6:10   Who is she that looketh forth as the morning, fair as the moon, clear as the sun, and terrible as an army with banners?
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From the very beginning of creation we see a struggle between darkness and light.  
Genesis 1:1   In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.
